Q1. Global Solutions

Climate change is a global problem that requires a global solution. 

Q. Do you support ratification of the Kyoto Protocol, or any other international efforts in pursuit of a global reduction in greenhouse emissions?
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Q2. Our National Goal on Climate Change

In order to avoid dangerous climate change and protect our quality of life, 
the world’s scientific community advises we cannot let temperatures
rise by more than 2 degrees. To achieve this, industrialised countries must reduce their greenhouse gas emissions by at least 30% below 1990 levels by 2020 with a long-term target of at least 80-90% by 2050.

Q. Do you support legislated targets to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, and if so, what should those targets be?
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Q3. Clean Energy Futures

A legislated renewable energy target of 25% by 2020 would fast-track the shift to a clean energy economy. It would provide 16,000 new jobs and $33 billion investment. Coupled with energy efficiency measures, it could actually save Australian households around $84 each year on their electricity bills (See http://www.acfonline.org.au/uploads/res_a_bright_future.pdf ) 

Q. Do you support a legislated renewable energy target, and if so, what should those targets be?
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Q4. Coal and Nuclear Power
Both “clean coal” and nuclear power have been proposed as solutions to climate change. However, there are serious questions about the cost, timing, safety and effectiveness of each technology.
Q. Do you support “clean coal“ and nuclear power in Australia as a solution to climate change, particularly in comparison to renewable options?
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Q5. Our local electorate
We value our local environment and are working hard to protect it. The Dickson electorate contains the Wivenhoe Dam, now at just over 15% capacity, as well as large tracts of dried-out farmland and bushland in the northern end of the electorate. A recent report by the Bushfire CRC, Australian Bureau of Meteorology and CSIRO found that, at nearby Amberley, the number of extreme fire weather days could increase by 24% by 2020 and by 124% by 2050 - due to dried-out vegetation and higher temperatures. 

Q. What are your plans to ensure that the bushlands, farming communities and water resources of the Dickson electorate have a healthy long-term future – in the context of climate change?
